· learn about concepts of the science of light, exposure & chemical processing

· learn about and employ the procedures in processing 35mm black & white film, printing images & understand chemical safety in this area of the arts
· develop artistic intentions by representing different aspects of the world

· attempt all three parts of the task and submit evidence of all work in the HSC portfolio

Part 1. 
Effective use of the 35mm Single Lens Reflex Camera: 

You are to construct and curate a series of black & white photos which illustrate your understanding of the compositional devices of the elements of design: 
LINE, DIRECTION,TONE, SHAPE, FORM, TEXTURE & SIZE
Then, by utilising your knowledge of composition, showcase how these can be applied to the construction of the photograph and influence the formulation of your ideas and your image making. These will be completed utilising the steps, procedures and techniques in darkroom black and white film & print processing.
Using signs, symbols, the architectural shapes, nature, form & space around the college as well as potential elements of the human form eg: shadows, forms & outlines as your subject matter, produce a series of postcard size images that will form your own personal response to the spaces and places around the college.
You are to also encouraged to use a variety of compositional devices such as varied angles of view, close up or macro, blurring, rule of thirds, patterns, reflections, dominant light or subject and selective focus etc. to order to construct and compose your images more effectively.
Images can also be composed and enhanced with the effective use of the principles of design.
In its most general terms, photographic composition is the art of composing an image through framing.
All images are to be all your own work and not shared with other students.
Part 2. 
Accomplished film & print processing in the darkroom: 

The methodical and meticulous approach to work in the darkroom will enhance the potential of your photographs. A minimum of 6 postcard size black and white prints are to be curated, selected and submitted in your folio as high quality photographs, no larger than postcard size as your response to the photographic tasks in Part 1. 
All darkroom prints should be carefully composed, cropped and enlarged to selectively frame and highlight your photographic practice.
Your images should show:

· Considered composition

· Perfect exposure

· Accurate focussing

· Sound processing of the negatives

· Accomplished darkroom printing skills; scale, exposure, focus & chemical steps

· Careful presentation, editing & layout in your folio

You are also to include in your folio:

· An example of test prints/strips

· Your 35mm negatives in protective sleeves

· Proof sheets

Part 3. 
A Collection of Photographic Images – effective composition & visual interest:

Looking at and reviewing images will increase our understanding of this artform. A selection of photographic images are to be collected from a range of sources which include the work of significant photographers. These images should illustrate composition/design aspects which can be interpreted as evidence of applying the elements & principles of design. 
Ten high quality examples should be selected as demonstrating considered use of:
· The Principles of Design: balance, symmetry, focus, dominance, radiation, rhythm & movement, contrast, pattern, harmony, repetition 
· The Elements of Design: line, direction, colour, tone, texture, shape, form, size
These images are to be professionally presented in your folio, correctly and carefully labelled.
